MINUTES

November 14, 2011

Cece Griffith reported that the Halloween event was a booming success.  They served about 750 hot dogs.  Next year, they will boil the hotdogs rather than using the grill.  It was also decided that the event should start at 5:30 p.m. to give the children more Halloween carnival time.  About 30 cars participated in the candy distribution.  Each business will be asked to order its own candy in the future rather than having the KBOA order and distribute.  

Lance announced that our ribbon cutting scissors are on back order.  We are inviting the churches to participate in events.  

The Candidate Night was discussed.  It was decided that not all candidates need to answer the same question when there are so many candidates.  The group appreciated the no-debate forum and wanted to retain this.  

There is $718.00 in the KBOA account.

Jamee Muchow reported on the St. Nicholas event.  Another $380.00 is needed for the fireworks.  Zion’s Bank is donating the Polish hot dogs.  Tanner Cartwright and friends have volunteered to be the Black Petes.  Flyers will be distributed.  The Senior Citizen Center will not be doing the Chili Feed.  Asking a restaurant to provide the chili or doing it ourselves were the two possibilities discussed.  Several businesses will be asked.  Jamee has a trailer for a stage.  She is considering renting a portable audio system.  Wells Fargo will be asked if we can put lights in the trees.  The possibility of setting up a prize wheel was discussed.  
The members voted to submit a letter supporting the concept of downtown revitalization for the City of Kimberly.  This letter will be part of the City’s grant application.     
The City of Kimberly is sending a newsletter with the water bill each month.  The KBOA will ask if our events can be added to the newsletter.

The group also voted in favor of yearly $50.00 individual memberships for non-business people.

Mr. Cartwright asked the members to let him know about any thoughts or ideas they had on urban renewal as he is on the Board.
