The Quilt Barn is hosting a Quilt Show the week on January 17 as a fund raiser for the Kimberly City Library.   Those viewing the quilts are invited to vote for the People’s Choice quilt at a cost of $1.00 a vote.  Also 5% of all sales during this week will be donated to the City Library.   

Larry Hall, Coordinator for Rural Developmen, presented information on Business Improvement Districts.  BIDs are established by a vote of businesses within a designated district.  The businesses all pay a fee that funds improvements, marketing plans and events.  The activities must be such that the businesses find it cost effective to belong.   
Mitzi Cheldelin discussed the City Council’s efforts to encourage employees of downtown businesses to park in the Wells Fargo lot or in a location other than on Main Street as parking for customers is limited.  She will draft a letter to be given to the businesses. 
Lance Godfrey has business software, a scanner and cash drawer to donate to a business in need of these items.   He is also donating clothing items that could be used to promote shopping locally.  

Lance suggested that KBOA purchase a bulk mailing permit and work together to put out a flyer to the postal patrons in the area.  Mailing lists could be shared.  Lance had sample flyers and pricing information.  The group was supportive of this idea.  It was suggested that flyers or information in each store could encourage customers to shop in other Kimberly stores.   

It was announced that Mark and Jill Wright are opening a Designer Jeans store on Main Street in the near future.  Heather reported that FFA Donkey Basketball was scheduled in February and that businesses are being asked to support the FFA program by sponsoring a team or riding a donkey for only $100.00.
