This was the cost to KBOA not the total cost for the event.  Many donations were given to assist with expenses.
After discussing the expenses, it was decided that a specific dollar amount should be allocated for each event.  Additional costs will again need to be paid through donations.  Jake will develop a proposed budget to be presented to the membership for approval at the next meeting.  
Now that KBOA has been organized for two years, it was decided that a By-Law Committee composed of the officers should be assigned the task of preparing by-laws for consideration by the membership.   It was also suggested that a Nominating Committee might be helpful in recruiting officers for the KBOA.
