Mitzi Cheldelin reported on the Biggest Loser Program sponsored by the Kimberly Fitness Center.  Donations are needed for prizes for the first, second and third place losers.  Prizes will be awarded at the end of March.  
The membership drive is underway.  It was suggested that we purchase stickers for the KBOA businesses to put in their store windows letting everyone know that they belong to the KBOA.  The possibility of changing the meeting times was discussed.  Cecille will call members and ask about scheduling preferences. 
Another After Hours event is scheduled for February 8, 6:00 p.m. at the City Council Chambers if available. Jamee Muchow will present a brief report on the KBOA activities of the past year, and will prepare a continuously running slide show.     
Many positive comments about the St. Nicholas celebrations have been received.  Next year, donations need to be solicited earlier and there needs to be more advertising.  It was suggested that Merry Christmas be written in lights on the water tower.  This needs to be done in the fall before the weather turns cold.  

Plans for the Easter Egg Hunt were discussed.  It was suggested that we work with other groups that sponsor Easter egg hunts so that we can coordinate times and advertising.  There is a possibility an Easter Bunny may distribute candy from a powered hang glider.  

It was suggested that candy grams for Valentine’s Day could be an additional KBOA event.  It was decided that there is not enough time to organize this project this February, but it is something that could be done next year if started in October.

The Library Foundation’s yard sale is scheduled for the first weekend after Memorial Day.
