Tracey Ahrens and Bryant Kuechle gave a presentation on the water project the City of Kimberly is proposing.  An Open House is planned for September 23 at the Middle School on Center Street in order to provide more information to the residents. 

Teneale Hollingshead is a Vista Volunteer working for the Workforce Development Alliance.  She invited the businesses of Kimberly to participate in the Southern Idaho Business Expansion and Sustainability Team.  The purpose is to assist businesses in expanding and growing.  
Treasurer Jake Tolman reported that there is $1800.00 in the KBOA checking account.

Old Business:

It was also suggested that the past issues of the Kimberly Advertiser may have some useful information and that a visit to the County Assessor’s Office may be useful in finding the ownership records of the various businesses.
Kimberly After Hours will be held at Windsor’s Greenhouses & Nursery on Kimberly Road from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. on September 21.  Members were encouraged to bring guests.  Fiesta Ole is supplying the refreshments.  
The St. Nicolas Celebration was discussed.  The group would like to place a tree on top of the water tower this year.  Ideas for decorations for Main Street included banners for the light poles, decorating the light poles, and painting the store windows.
